Emcee Standards & Requests

· A lavaliere microphone in addition to a hand held wireless microphone on stage.  Microphone on podium would be acceptable as long can also be made portable in case clip on microphone problems.  

· A description of the type of company and what they do.  

· A tech rehearsal well before guests are to arrive into room.

· It is understood Artist will not perform any of her LUCY comedy routines or customized material during any kind of meal service or with any servers on the floor or without a sit down captive audience situation.

· A detailed line-up and flow of the program.  

· A description on the tone and theme the end client is expecting. 

· The number of people expected to attend.  

· The demographics of the group expected.  (age ranges and percentage of each gender) 

· Any inside fun information LUCY could be privy to and incorporate into patter or introductions. 

· Any personality, physical limitations or characteristics of individuals LUCY is to introduce and be sensitive to.  

· Any inside lingo of their trade they would get a kick out of LUCY using.  

· Information on the persons LUCY is to introduce.  Pronunciations of names LUCY is to introduce.

· Description of stage dimensions and if there is a dance floor in front of the stage.  If there are steps up to the stage and where are the steps planned to be?  Is there pipe and drape to be used as offstage wings?

Lucy Ricardo Show, Awards Shows, Christmas Show & Emcee
No food & beverage service is allowed during ARTIST’s performance.  Servers must be off the floor and all clearing completed. Audience must be seated at all times of performance.

*   A green room closed to the public and in close proximity to the stage area for ARTIST.  

    Green room is to be provided with:

· a water and coffee set-up.

· a full length mirror.  

· (2) meals for Suzanne and her assistant between sound check and performance.

A technical / sound check rehearsal to be provided on the afternoon of the performance, with full technical crew, equipment, lights, and sound.  Rehearsal is to be well before the time guests are due to arrive.
The Audio System

A first class sound system capable of reproducing undistorted and evenly distributed sound throughout the seating area.

Minimal Standards for Audio

· a minimum of one (1) wireless lavaliere microphone 

· one (1) wireless hand held microphone with a mic stand

· monitor system must include two (2) monitors.

· one (1) CD player to be hooked into a professional sound system with a mixing board sound operator to operate sound cues during show (a sound cue sheet will be provided)

*    Information about the group for Artist to customize some material in her show.  

· Specific names, references, lingo and major competitor.  

· Show requires 2 volunteers (for the full 25 minute show), “volunteers” should be pre-selected but not told.  They should be playful personalities and people the rest of the group would most likely know and enjoy seeing on the stage. 

*   Steps leading up to the stage, stage left, stage right and center for easy access for Artist to go into audience and also for “volunteers” to come up on stage.
